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A Message from Public Safety:

Professors Denis Binder and Francine Lipman, and associate professor Larry
Rosenthal from the School of Law represented Chapman at the 60th Annual
Meeting of The Southeastern Association of Law Schools on Amelia Island in
early August. Prof. Lipman was a panelist on Immigration Issues, Prof. Rosenthal
was a panelist on the United States Supreme Court and Legislative Preview, and i
Professor Binder presented a paper on The Changing Paradigm in Public Legal Prof. Rosenthal
Education.

Dr. Luis Ortiz-Franco, professor of mathematics, has accepted a request by Colombian student
Jose Solorzano Movilla to serve as a thesis advisor for his master thesis in education, which
involves an ethnomathematics investigation of the language, culture and mathematical thought of
the indigenous group Ette Ennaka, or Chimilas, in Colombia. Their language is Ette Taara. This is a
groundbreaking investigation on the mathematical thought of pre-Columbian groups in Colombia,
and Movilla will be working with Dr. Ortiz-Franco and Prof. Ubiratan D’Ambrosio of Brazil, the
founder of Ethnomathematics, on this multidisciplinary investigation. This project is one of many
other ethnomathematics projects currently underway investigating the mathematical thought of
indigenous groups around the Amazon region.

Dr. Gregg A. Payne, assistant professor of communication studies, has been invited to present a
paper early next month in Glasgow, Scotland at the International Conference on Communication and
Conflict. The conference is sponsored by and will be held at the University of Strathclyde. The paper
addresses structural and associated social forces producing ideological, topical, and thematic
content homogenization in mass mediated news, and the effects of homogenization on suppression
of legitimate debate in the public arena. Dr. Payne has also been selected to serve on the communi-
cation and mass media editorial review board of Scientific Journals International, which he also
serves on the editorial advisory board for.

Dr. Joseph Runzo, professor of philosophy and religion, was invited to lecture this summer at the
University of Frankfurt and at the University of Mainz on the international project he is directing to
revise Just War Theory for the 215 Century. Before flying to Germany he spent a week at the
Jerusalem Centre for Ethics consulting with experts in military ethics from NATO countries and from
the Israeli Defense Forces, including former IDF Chief of Staff General Moshe Ya’alon. In Jerusalem,
Dr. Runzo was able to add 10 more experts in international relations to the project to revise Just
War Theory.

Dr. Mark Axelrod, professor of comparative literature and director of the John Fowles Center for
Creative Writing, recently returned from lecturing on screenwriting at both UNIACC and ARCOS
universities in Santiago, Chile, and has been invited to teach a seminar on film adaptation in Finland
at the University of Art and Design, Helsinki.

Dr. Connie Shears, assistant professor of psychology, and her students - Vanessa Miller M.A. ‘04,
Megan Ball ‘06, Amanda Hawkins ‘07, Janna Griggs ‘06 and Andria Varner ‘07, recently published
"Cognitive Demand Differences in Causal Inferences: Character’s Plans are More Difficult to Com-
prehend Than Physical Causation" in Discourse Processes, one of the leading journals that ad-
dresses language comprehension. The series of experiments and data collection took nearly two
years to complete. The findings in this paper have already been cited and Dr. Shears’lab is
continuing investigations into comprehension processes for varying knowledge domains.
